{o viticulture. Domingo Fazzw, thivd generation of Don Salvador
Tazzios jamiy, expanded the family business and purchased lands
i Tupungato where he grew different fruils in a_farm.

I 2005, he bought a vinevard of 100 hectares in the area of Agua
Amarga, Tupungato. The name of this property is "El Nono
Francisco" to honor his_fatfer.

This vineyeand is located tn a very privileged avea at 1100 meires high
boidering las "Tunas River from where they get waler lo irvigale the land.
Lacal ancient people tell that more than 150 years ago, a big Indian
seltlement wsed lo infabit this land.
